Thank you very much for your suggestion. Using a debate would make a great practice for our students, but for this passage
I'would like to arrange the debate so that our students would give more thought to August’s situations and feelings, which
is the main goal of this lesson.

I think it would be better if students in pairs played the parts of August and his mother. We could give each student a card
saying either “You are August. You have worries about going to school, but you don't want to tell your mother about
them,” or “You are August’s mother. You think it’s better for August to go to school now. Encourage him to go to
school.” Then, we would have students think of what to say to their partners. That way students would make use of the
information from the passage and express August’s and his mother’s feelings in a dialogue. 1 hope this works, but if you
have more ideas about it, I would be appreciative.
